Membership of Hannoveraner Verband

Hannoveraner Verband is organised as a 
central association

• All the members are at the same time members 
of the existing sub-organisations (horse breeding 
club; district association)
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• Each member of Hannoveraner Verband must at the 
same time be a member of a horse breeding club. 
Membership in more than one club is possible

• With the membership in a horse breeding club you 
are automatically a member of a district association
